
* Please note:  If  a digital camera is used for images, be sure to set the digital camera 
to its highest resolution setting to capture the images. Typically digital camera images 
and images that are used on the web are a very low resolution and are not at a sufficiently 
high enough resolution for offset printing.  They look good on your computer screen but 
will appear  bitmapped  (jagged edges) and blurry on a printed page.  If your image 
will fit on a floppy disk or e-mails easily it is probably not high enough resolution.  For 
example, a Photoshop tiff image measuring 4” x 2.5” is typically 4.6 megabytes in 
file size.

Macintosh format files required:  Adobe InDesign or QuarkXpress with associated graphic files and 
fonts. Files should conform to Farm & Ranch guidelines. Also accepted: Illustrator and Freehand .eps 
files. All fonts, native files and high resolution links should be included. All color in documents must 
be CMYK (no spot colors). If spot colors are used they will be converted to 4-color process inks.
	
PDF files:  If PDF files are provided files must be written at a resolution of at least 300 ppi and 
fonts and images must be imbedded. All color in documents must be CMYK (no spot colors). If spot 
colors are used they will be converted to 4-color process inks.
